ELECTROMAGNETIC LOCKING DEVICES

4. #1150 Single door “Maglocks” furnished where scheduled.

a) Locks shall be capable of holding a 1500 pound pulling force per door

b) The units shall operate on 12 or 24 VDC 

c) The lock housing shall be constructed to allow connection of all power and control wiring within the removable housing cover.

d) The unit shall be no larger than 2-5/8” by 2” by 12 ”overall.

e) All units shall be supplied with a bi-color LED to indicate lock status

f) Furnish a factory installed door position switch concealed within the housing.

g) “TJ” locks (top jamb mounted units) shall be supplied with “Z” brackets for in swinging doors where scheduled. 

h) Supply units with magnetic bond sensors for each door leaf to detect an insufficient holding force on the lock armature.

i) Lock housings and mounting hardware (filler plates and angle adapters) shall be standard US28 clear satin anodized aluminum except where special finished hardware is required (see below).

B. For additional security the electromagnetic locks shall be supplied with the options described below: (or as scheduled)

Edit, or include schedule showing required locations.

1. All above units shall be supplied with a cover tamper switch to detect unauthorized removal of the housing and tamper proof cover screws to deter tamper attempts.

2. To alert persons when the door is unlocked for access, a sounder shall be mounted in the lock housing.  This audible alert shall activate on door unlock and cease upon door opening or re-locking of the door. Externally powered.

3. For aesthetic design consideration and additional security all above units shall be supplied with “guard housings” to conceal the normally exposed (bottom) edge of the door armature.

4. Provide extra length lock housing covers to extend across the full width of opening, or where locks are scheduled to be mounted vertically, from finished floor to door stop or underside of header.

C. Provide all above (or as scheduled) electromagnetic locks in finishes as described below:

1. Unless specified otherwise all above lock housings and attachment hardware shall be supplied in standard US28 clear anodized satin aluminum finish.

2. All scheduled lock housing attachment hardware and shall be supplied in a dark bronze anodized finish US10B (xDBA).

3. All scheduled lock housing attachment hardware and shall be supplied in a satin black anodized finish (xSBA).

4. All scheduled lock housing attachment hardware and shall be supplied in a mirror polished chrome finish (xUS26).

5. All scheduled lock housing attachment hardware and shall be supplied in a high polished brass finish (xUS3).

6. All scheduled lock housing attachment hardware and shall be supplied in a satin chrome finish (xUS26D).

7. All scheduled lock housing attachment hardware and shall be supplied in a satin brass finish (xUS4).
