ANNUNCIATOR AND CONTROL CONSOLES
A. Provide 7286-PT Series Local Door Prop Alarms as described below:

1. The Local Door Prop Alarm (DPA) shall be capable of monitoring a door opening and closing to report a door propped open condition.  The DPA must have a field adjustable door held open timer (0 to 60 seconds).  

2. The DPA shall provide a local audible warning timer (pulsating siren 70 to 80db) of a door held open too long prior to the alarm sequence.  The warning period shall be field adjustable (0 to 60 seconds). 

3. The DPA shall provide a distinct local audible alarm (differentiated from the warning audible - pulsating siren 70 to 80db) if a door is held open past the allowed door open time including the warning time.  This alarm sequence shall also activate an on-board powered output (SPDT) and a dry contact output (SPDT) for remote annunciation and alarm.

4. The DPA shall be capable of alarm reset (field selectable) by:   

a) Automatic alarm silence and reset on door close.

b) Automatic alarm silence and reset after field selectable time delay.

c) Manual reset by dry contact switch action.

5. The DPA shall be furnished with a tri-state LED the switch plate on provide a visual indication of door status.  

6. Furnish door prop alarm units with the following options as scheduled:

a) #7286-PT5 - Door Prop Alarm mounted on single gang switch plate with features as described above.

b) #7286-PT5-24 - Door Prop Alarm mounted on double gang switch plate with features as described above and an alternate/momentary action mortised key switch (cylinder by others) for alarm shunt and reset.

c) #7286-PT5-24xK - Door Prop Alarm mounted on double gang switch plate with features as described above and a momentary action mortised key switch (cylinder included) for alarm shunt and reset.

d) #7286-PT5xMP23/R - Door Prop Alarm mounted on double gang switch plate with features as described above and a 1-9/16" diameter red momentary push button switch for authorized bypass (1-NC & 1-NO contact).
